FOR YOUR GOOD HEALTH
Designated in 1983 by President Ronald Reagan, 
November is National Alzheimer’s Disease 
Awareness Month. At the time of designation, there 
were less than 2 million people afflicted with the 
disease; there are now nearly 6 million. 

Alzheimer’s disease is a type of dementia that leads 
to memory, thinking, and behavior problems.  It is 
the most common type of dementia, making up 60-
80% of all cases, and is the 6th leading cause of 
death in the United States. 

Alzheimer’s is a progressive disease that gets worse 
over time until the person is no longer able to manage 
daily tasks. The disease typically occurs in people 
over the age of 65, however, thousands have been 
diagnosed with early-onset Alzheimer’s that occurs 
prior to the age of 65.  While there currently is not a 
cure for Alzheimer’s Disease, there are treatments 
available that slow the progression of the disease.

A goal of Alzheimer’s Disease Awareness Month is 
to educate the public about the symptoms of the 
disease so that people can identify a loved one who 
may be developing it.

Symptoms include:
•	 Memory loss
•	 Difficulty planning or solving problems
•	 Confusion with time or place
•	 Difficulty completing familiar tasks 
•	 Misplacing things, and inability to retrace steps
•	 Trouble understanding visual images and 

spatial relationships
•	 New problems with words in speaking or writing
•	 Decreased or poor judgment 
•	 Withdrawal from work or social activities
•	 Mood and personality changes

Leading up to Alzheimer’s Disease Awareness 
Month in November, organizations like the 
Alzheimer’s Association organize “memory walks” 
to raise awareness about the disease, as well 
as to raise money for research. The Alzheimer’s 
Foundation of America also promotes its National 
Memory Screening Program, which is available 
throughout the country and provides confidential 
memory screenings to anyone who is interested.

Veterans Day gives Americans 
the opportunity to celebrate 
the bravery and sacrifice of all 
U.S. veterans. However, most 
Americans confuse this holiday 
with Memorial Day, according 
to the Department of Veterans Affairs.

What's more, some Americans don't know why 
we commemorate our veterans on November 11. 
It's imperative that all Americans know the history 
of Veterans Day so that we can honor our former 
service members properly.

Veterans Day, formerly known as Armistice Day, 
was originally set as a U.S. legal holiday to honor 
the end of World War I, which officially took place on 
November 11, 1918. In legislation that was passed 
in 1938, November 11 was "dedicated to the cause 
of world peace and to be hereafter celebrated and 
known as 'Armistice Day.'" As such, this new legal 
holiday honored World War I veterans.

In 1954, after having been through both World War 
II and the Korean War, the 83rd U.S. Congress -- 
at the urging of veterans service organizations -- 
amended the Act of 1938 by striking out the word 
"Armistice" and inserting the word "Veterans." With 
the approval of this legislation on June 1, 1954, 
November 11 became a day to honor American 
veterans of all wars.
